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Immunization Information
for Students in Graduate and Adult Degree Completion Programs

Tennessee state law requires all colleges and universities to obtain immunization information from students.  The required information is dependent upon a student’s date of birth and academic classification as a student.

Graduate and Adult Degree Completion Students
If you were born on or after January 1, 1957, the university is required to obtain the following information regarding your immunization history:

· MMR dates or titer (A titer is a blood test to measure the level of defense the body has acquired after series of vaccine shots.  A rise in value means that you would have defenses against a certain infection if you would be exposed to it.  Titers are necessary after some vaccinations to make sure that your body responded appropriately.)  If you were born on or before December 31, 1956, you are exempt from this requirement.

If you were born on or after January 1, 1980, the university is required to obtain the following additional information regarding your immunization history:

· Varicella Virus (Chickenpox) dates or vaccination.  Most students will be able to meet this requirement simply by having a healthcare provider report that they are immune due to previous infection or received the vaccination.  If you were born on or before December 31, 1979, you are exempt from this requirement.

Students who are readmitted beyond two years from original enrollment
are required to update this information.

Immunization information should be submitted by fax to (615)248-7797.  This confidential information goes directly to Trevecca’s clinic.  Clinic personnel will notify the College of Lifelong Learning if students do not submit the required verification.  If extenuating circumstances prohibit the stated time frame, the information must be submitted by the end of the first semester in which you are enrolled.  Without this verification, a student may not be registered for classes for a second semester.

Post-Baccalaureate Students
Because you are classified as “non-degree-seeking,” you are exempt from all requirements.  Therefore, you do not need to submit any information to the clinic regarding immunization.

Online Students
Online students would not be required to submit this form, since all classes are conducted over the internet.
